This questionnaire will assist Defra in formulating guidance on radiological monitoring and is to be completed by spring water and other bottled water businesses in England in consultation with their local authorities.
Background
The Euratom Directive
 formalises the monitoring requirements for radiation in all water for human consumption. Businesses, with the assistance of their local authorities, are responsible for ensuring operational compliance and monitoring in the case that it is required. Monitoring is based on identified risk of radiological incidence.  

Therefore where there is no risk of exceeding the parametric values specified in the Euratom Directive for radon, tritium or indicative dose (100 Bq/l and 0.10 mSV respectively), monitoring is not required. In this case, it is expected that the business will approach their local authority with representative surveys, monitoring data or other reliable information which can demonstrate that the levels of radon, tritium or of the calculated indicative dose will remain below the parametric values. Exemptions can be granted on this basis.
